• More burdens on the people (spliting kingdom) 

"  Judah did evil, more than fathers 

• Provoked the Lord to Jealousy 

• Also built high places, pillars, Asherim on every hill (14:22-24) 

• Male cult prostitutes and abominations of other nations 

"  Shishak, king of Egypt, took treasures of House of the Lord 

• Rehoboams bronze shields 

"  Continual war between Rehoboam and Jeroboam 

 

o Abijam (I Kings 15) 

"  Reigned 3 years 

"  Sins of fathers
