* Spiritual Gifts
1) Where have you or others around you seen spiritual gifts active in your life?

* Heart
1) What or who do you care about most? What needs do you find yourself getting passionate about?

2) What cause(s) do you believe God wants you to be involved in? What is your dream for Kingdom impact?

* Abilities
1) What are your top natural abilities?

2) What opportunities are there for you to use or develop your skills and abilities?

* Personality
1) How do you relate to others? (Outgoing, reserved, self-expressive, self-controlled, cooperative, competitive)
2) How do you respond to opportunities? (Risk-taker, cautious, independent, team-oriented, follower, leader,

people-oriented, task-oriented, driven, laid-back ...)

* Experiences
1) What are some of the key positive experience in your life?
2) What are some of the key negative experiences in your life?

3) How has God shaped you through these? How could these be used to help others/ advance the Kingdom?



Understand Your CALLING

* Individually
1) Where do you think God may be calling you to serve Him in the years to come? (May be general or specific
- feel free to dream big since God is big!) How can you best be preparing now for that calling?

2) Where do you believe God would have to serve Him today? (May be in areas of strength or weakness)

* AsaBody
1) What do you believe God’s call is to Crossroads for the next few years? (What types of ministry should we
be doing, where can we as a group uniquely impact the world around us, what is our unique character-...)

2) Where might God be calling you to help, or even lead, so that we can fulfill that calling?

1) Asyou think about your SHAPE and CALLING, how do you see yourself fitting on a team (Are you a leader,
worker, manager, outgoing, behind the scenes, optimist, prayer warrior, encourager, recruiter, dreamer...)
